Making Earth law at the Earth Summit
Dear XXXXXXXXXXX,
I am writing to you about an issue that is of vital importance to me personally and to the world as a whole, affecting not just us but future generations.  Every day there is massive environmental destruction taking place around the world, harming people and our planet -- we have an opportunity now to stop it.
‘Ecocide’ is the name for this large-scale destruction.  It is the rapid deforestation of the Amazon, oil spills in the Gulf of Mexico and the Niger Delta, and many other examples in our own country and elsewhere.  I am sure I do not need to tell you the statistics: up to 200 species becoming extinct each day, 2 million tons of toxic waste dumped in to our rivers and seas, people’s land destroyed, the water they drink poisoned and the air they breathe polluted.
I believe that you as a leader can help stop this by calling on laws to end the ecocide. Such a law has already been proposed by a British lawyer to the United Nations. Her name is Polly Higgins and she has proposed that ecocide be an international crime.
What is so inspiring is there is a growing worldwide movement supporting her call to make law to protect the Earth at the Earth Summit. The Earth Summit being held in Rio in June is a moment in time where we can change the course of history: instead of the outcome being a less-than-life-changing event, it can be a time when all world leaders speak on behalf of people and planet. It can be a day when all leaders agree to outlaw ecocide once and for all, and commit to making that happen.
By making Ecocide an international crime, the law could create a momentous change around the world.  It would literally change the rules of the game.  A law of Ecocide is an upstream solution. By closing off the flow of damage and destruction at source, new business can flourish in its place.  Prevention - not control - is better for business than cure and cheaper than trying to find remedies later. A law of Ecocide is not an end of pipe solution. It goes upstream to the heart of the problem. 
A law of Ecocide would give a strong, enforceable, worldwide legal framework to turn hopes of a green economy into reality at last.  It would prevent harm -- the aim is not to imprison people but to change practices -- and it would fundamentally shift the course of business for the better.  Investment and financing would be directed to responsible business, corporations would change course.
A mock trial has already been held in the UK Supreme Court in September 2011 showing how such a law would work in practice.  More and more people and organisations are supporting the campaign and the urgent need for us to transform how we treat the Earth and its people.
We have a once-in-a-generation opportunity approaching: the Earth Summit is the most important environment summit in 20 years when world leaders will meet to decide the future of the Earth.  My ask to you is this: please help us put a law of Ecocide firmly on the agenda.  
This is about creating a legacy: by making Ecocide a crime, you will leave a legacy for future generations and for the Earth.  2012 can be the year when we end the era of Ecocide together, when we change the rules in favour of people and planet.  This could be the most important achievement of our lifetime and I believe it needs you to take action, to be a leading voice for this transformative change to take place.
